1 cup canned pumpkin

1/2 cup packed brown sugar

1/4 cup melted butter or margarine

2 eggs

3/4 cup milk

2 cups all-purpose flour (or 1 cup all-purpose
flour and 1 cup wheat flour)

2 teaspoons baking powder

1/2 teaspoon salt

1. Preheat the oven to 375 degrees. In a large
mixing bowl, mix or blend the pumpkin, brown
sugar, melted butter and eggs. Then, add the
milk.

2. In a separate mixing bowl, sift the flour with
the baking powder and salt.

3. Add the dry ingredients to the pumpkin
mixture and stir or blend until just combined.

4. Spoon the batter into a 12-cup muffin tin lin
with paper liners. Bake the muffins for 20
minutes.
